Geoboards

Each person in your group has one Geoboard and some Geobands (these are ‘different’ from rubber bands in that we don’t shoot Geobands at others in the class () 

Each small square formed by four adjacent pegs on the Geoboard is one unit of area. Each side of this small square is one unit of length.

Your task: Within your group, use your Geobands to form as many shapes as you can create that are made up of 12 small area squares. Use the dot paper to keep track of all the shapes your group creates. Then, use the dot paper to determine the perimeter of each shape that you created. Calculate the perimeter of each shape on your dot paper.
