EDEC 330: Teaching Early Childhood Mathematics
Geometry Scavenger Hunt

In the next hour, you and the other members in your group will be on a quest to find geometry in the world around you. You will have about one hour to find and take a digital picture of twelve of the items found below within fifteen categories listed below. 

Items listed within a category are given a “point value” within each category. The first option is worth one point, the middle option is worth two points, and finally, the last option in each category is worth three points. However, should you find an item in any category that occurs “naturally,” then you may receive double the “points” for that item. 

Category A:

1. Parallel lines with a perpendicular transversal

2. Parallel lines with no transversal

3. Parallel lines with a non-perpendicular transversal

Category B:

1. Concentric circles

2. Concentric squares

3. Concentric triangles

Category C:

1. Circle with no intersecting line segments

2. A minor arc that is NOT part of a whole circle

3. A major arc that is NOT part of a whole circle

Category D:

1. A circle with one or two diameters

2. A circle with three to six diameters

3. A circle with seven or more diameters
Category E:

1. A cylinder

2. A sphere

3. A cone or a pyramid
Category F:

1. An octagon

2. A hexagon

3. A pentagon

Category G:

1. An irregular trapezoid (no congruent sides or angles)

2. An isosceles trapezoid

3. A trapezoid with two right angles

Category H:

1. A regular quadrilateral

2. A quadrilateral that is equiangular, but not equilateral

3. A quadrilateral that is equilateral, but not equilangular

Category I:

1. An acute, scalene triangle

2. An equilateral triangle

3. An obtuse scalene triangle

Category J:

1. Two non-perpendicular, non-bisecting, intersecting line segments

2. Two perpendicular, bisecting line segments

3. Two non-perpendicular, bisecting line segments

Category K:

1. An example of reflection symmetry

2. An example of rotational symmetry

3. An example of reflection AND rotation symmetry
Bonus: (up to five “bonus points” possible)
