1. Updates from Team:

a. ADA Anniversary was Monday. Eric was at the Statehouse. First lady spoke. AT Ohio is on Facebook. 

b. Workforce and Talent (Sue McKitrick): Sue reported that she is back to almost full staff again. They hired new people in Cincinnati and Cleveland.  There is a new person in Lima as Regional Workforce Director. The BSRs are using Synchronous (allows BSR to case manage businesses). Sue is the grants manager for the Labor management grants. ESOP plans are starting to focus on family farms. There are several new Co-ops being started in the Cleveland area. Sue suggested we check out Evergreen Laundry in Cleveland. There is an RFP on the street now for businesses that need job training in Wind, Solar, or Biomass. Closing date in July 31. Governors Board is busy branding Ohio Means Jobs (WIBs and One-Stops). Manufacturing Certificate is being worked on by Judith Crocker. 
c. Amy Doll: Amy reported that she is still working to get the program up and running. She is working on grant to use Netbooks with AT to support blind, low vision consumers. They plan to identify 200 consumers around the state. This project will involve assessment, skills training and computer skills. They will start seeing customers in October. She would like to replicate job search on the computer – to remove barriers for people with disabilities. They will start in Southwest and then Southeast before moving into full state service. Roberta (with Freedom Scientific) met with Amy. Amy told her about OIPLD. She was interested and wants to collaborate with Ohio. Perhaps the OIPLD  could be part of new product development. 

d. Gwen Ivory: Ohio is now working in extension period for Navigators – only two navigators right now (Scioto and Summit). June 24 they had a “lessons learned” meeting. The Navigators talked about accomplishments. The evaluator from OSU (David Julian) finalized the evaluation. He captured the promising practices and which should be sustained. The navigator Competitive grant will be released next week - 30 day turnaround. 
Gwen and Sharon participated in NTAR Podcast. This podcast focusing on UDL in Ohio was featured in the NTAR newsletter. The NTAR UDL Webinar follow-up will be tomorrow at 2:00pm. 

e. Bill Finn: Tracy will be leaving the OIPLD. He will be returning to Fiscal. Food Assistance Employment and Training Program will become voluntary October 1.  There were not enough local resources to support this as mandatory.  They have been reviewing the plans for FAETP and have to start again because of the change in policy.  This is the first time that people who get financial support will not have to do something to get their benefits.  As a result of the NTAR UD workshop, his office is applying UD principles in the trainings being offered. PowerPoints – transferring into Captivate. The presentations all have text version, voice and closed captions. 
f. Tom Hutter: He has been hearing good things about Summer Youth Program. 70 Counties. Served 3000 kids in Franklin County. UI benefits were extended up to 99 weeks. A bill has been introduced to increase WIA. OJT (on the job training) – shifted from incumbent worker program. Tom is still moving forward with One Stop in prison population. It si called: O.N.E. STOP. “Offender Network to Employment to STOP Recidivism.”  
g. Sharon Reynolds: Sharon reported that MB is moving to Hong Kong and Kate Fergus will be replacing her. She is working with OU to apply for additional funds to support assistive technology in ABLE programs and community colleges.  The Stevens Literacy Center and ABLE Resource Center Annual Symposium will be held in Dublin on August 20.  Registration link is: www.tinyurl.com/csesympsoium
